Semesters. Buses run every 7-10 minutes. 
Nine buses will operate during peak 
hours, 7:20 a.m. - 6:00 p.m.

For Saturday and Sunday service on UK’s 
campus please refer to Route 27 - UK 
Yellow Route.

Riding the Bus

Buses are only permitted to load and 
unload at designated bus stops.

Look for the route name (Blue Route or 
White Route) displayed on the front and 
passenger side of the bus.

Please wait to board until riders have 
finished exiting the bus.

Pull the cord or say “Next stop” to alert 
the driver you wish to exit.

Allow the bus to come to a complete 
stop before you stand to exit.

Please exit at the rear of the bus when 
possible.

If you have questions about your trip 
ask the driver.

All Lextran buses are equipped with 
ADA lifts or ramps, and have bike racks.
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Upon leaving 
Kroger Field, the 
BLUE route travels 
via Cooper Dr., to 
S. Limestone 
towards UK 
HealthCare and 
the College of Law.

The WHITE route 
travels via 
University Dr. to 
Woodland Ave., 
towards the 
Johnson Center 
and the William T. 
Young Library.
